Converting your Powerpoint

1.
When you make your Powerpoint try using larger than usual font size as the final slide show will only be “youtube-video” size. Also don’t have too much animation – although the converted file does have all the animations as well.

2.
Save your Powerpoint and then “Publish”  it by clicking on “Publish” on the converter toolbar.

3. 
Choose the “options” that best suit your presentation, but for this application it is suggested that you deselect all of them. You definitely don’t need the HTML option. 

4.
Click “Publish”

Making your Hot Potatoes Quiz

1. 
Make a folder for your quiz.

2. 
Place the following in that folder

· your swf file generated in step 4 above
· save the Hot Potatoes Quiz there as well.

3.
Adding the swf to the “Reading Text”

· Click on the “Reading Text” icon

· Click  “Include a reading text”
· Click on the main text area below the title.

· Click “Insert > Media Object”

· Browse for your swf file

· Change the width and height.(400 x 400 is a good starting point, but experiment with the actual slideshow)

· Click “Add Flash Player”

· Deselect “Include a simple link”

· Click “OK”

4.
Save and Export

When you upload this to Moodle, zip up the folder and upload, then unzip. 

Then add a Hot Potatoes Quiz in the normal way.
